2. If you, your spouse, or parents cannot locate the appropriate IRS Form 1040(s) needed to complete your FAFSA,
you can request an IRS Tax Return Transcript;

Visit www.IRS.gov - In the Tools section, click “Get a Tax Transcript”- Choose
“Get Tax Transcript by Mail” or submit a Paper Request using IRS Form 4506-T
3. Once the U.S. Department of Education has processed your FAFSA, they will send you a Student Aid Report (SAR).
